Just like people, dogs and cats may suffer from
different allergies. “In animals however, it is far more
common to show signs of skin irritation with
intense itching. Cats often show more signs of
respiratory distress ( as in humans) than do dogs.
The classic signs of as allergic animal begin with
scratching, feet licking, chewing and face rubbing.
As the allergies become more severe, the chewing
may eventually lead to bacterial skin infections and
large open sores. Food allergies can also cause skin
problems, although it is not uncommon for them to cause
vomiting and diarrhea.”
