difficulties. They can occur singly or in groups.
A single seizure is not life threatening, but those
that occur one after another can be. If this is
happening, get to a veterinarian immediately,
and they will administer a drug such as Valium
to stop the seizures. The primary cause of
seizures is the condition called epilepsy, though
conditions such as poisons, drug overdoses,
trauma to the head, overheating, and
complications from existing illnesses can also
result in seizures. It is important to remember
that your pet is not feeling pain

gy between them is often nothing to
be alarmed about, always inform your vet when
a seizure does occur. Your veterinarian will
determine if your pet has epilepsy after
evaluating the type, duration, and frequency of
the seizures. If necessary, she will prescribe a
daily anti-convulsant drug such as
Phenobarbitol. Once the proper dose is
determined, it is usually not difficult to treat a pet
with epilepsy, but it is not a curable disease. If
your pet has a seizure, remain calm, do not go
near the animal, observe your pet and time the

seizure. If it lasts more than 5 minutes, call and
go immediately to your vet.
