Kidney disease is one of the most common diseases in
geriatric dogs and cats. Currently, there are 3 methods
to evaluate how the kidneys are functioning; chemistry
(blood work), urinalysis and ultrasound. Until now, by
the time detection of kidney failure normally occurred
the kidneys had already lost 75% of their function,
Kidney disease is a curative disease that can be
controlled and delayed. The sooner we find a kidney
problem, the better success we will have in treating it.
The Heska Company is offering a blood test that can
detect an emerging kidney problem very early on. The
test can be performed in clinic with results available
within approximately 10 minutes. This test will be
offered to our patients whom are 5 years or older during
their regular vearly physical exam or upon request of the
client. The test is available for $25.00.

If a kidney problem is detected early on, often times
changing to a prescription food diet may be sufficient to
control the disease. For chronic kidney
failure, fluid administration is the key
treatment. Depending on the
severity, (B, intravenous fluid

might be Y administered for a
few days

while the patient is
hospitalized. If

the problem is less
severe, a subcutaneous catheter might be placed under
the back skin of the patient and the owner is taught how
to administer the fluid. It takes a good commitment
from the owner but everyone can do it, and we are there
to help you! If not treated, the kidney failure will
become fatal. Early intervention is the key to success
and Heska’s Early Detection Test is helping us make
that possible!

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F.IV. Vaccination

(Feline Infecﬁms Virus)

F.IV. is for cats what the AIDS virus is for
people. Fort Dodge Pharmaceuticals now
has a vaccine to protect cats (killed virus).
F.I.V. is very rare in our area. Most of our
clients keep their cats strictly indoors.
Since cats are prone to vaccine reactions it
is the trend to minimize vaccinations and
give only the very essential ones. We may
administer the F.I.V. vaccine in specific
situations, yet, in general; we are not
encouraging the vaccine.
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New Al I&Tﬁij Test Available !

Just like people, many pets suffer from
allergies. Allergies often induce “itching
and licking” behaviors in dogs and cats.
Other times, allergies cause diarrhea and
vomiting. Some pets may experience
sneezing and eye discharge. Three
commonly diagnosed problems can be
associated with allergies: recurrent ear
infections, recurrent anal glad problems
and eosinophilic granuloma in cats. Tests
can be performed to determine which
allergens bother the pet. Unfortunately,
these tests are costly. A new in clinic test
can determine in a few minutes if your
animal suffers from allergies. This test is
detecting IgE in the blood. It can
determine if we need to pursue further
allergy testing, try a different prescription
food or start administering antihistamines.
