DON'T FORGET TO COOL DOWN YOURPETS!
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Traveling with your pet

On a plane, we recommend to take your pet in the cabin with you if possible.
Advanced reservations are absolutely essential as the U.S5.D.A. limits the number
of animals in a cabin. Airlines charge about $50 for the privilege of transporting
your pet in the cabin. They also have a one-pet per passenger policy. Whether
your pet travels in the cabin or in the cargo area, airlines
require a health certificate, no more than 7 to 10
days old, from an accredited veterinarian. The
certificate indicates the = animal’s vaccination schedule and
assures its overall good health.

TRAVEL TIPS for

*restrict food and water intake before and during the travel to minimize
the risk of your pet eliminating in its carrier, which means no food or water within
4 hours of departure.

*make food and water available on a long flight

*line the carrier with towels or schredded paper in cse of an accident

*if your pet is traveling in the cargo area, attach dishes for food and water to the
inside of the carrier where airline personnel can reach them. Freeze the water so
it will thaw by the time your pet is thirsty but won’t splash out during loading and
unloading.

TRAVEL TIPS for car trip:

*if traveling by car, be aware that some states require a veterinary health
certificate in order to take an animal across state lines.

*before taking your pet on an extended car trip, get him accustom to riding in the
car for short, pleasant trips. Give it treats for good behavior, and bring along
familiar-smelling toys and biankeis.

*leave the carrier around the house for a few days. Let the pet smell it , hide in it,
make a home inside it.

*never let a cat run loose in the car

*remember: on a hot day, a car’s temperature could easily exceed the outdoor
temperature by 20 degrees or more, and fatal overheating can take place in
minutes.
