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The Heat is ON...
ith the onset of summer, a pet owner’s thoughts should
turn to keeping their pet cool. If your pet becomes too hot
and has no way to cool himself, heatstroke may not be far

behind. Cats and dogs, unlike people, don't rely on sweating in
order to regulate their body temperature. Instead, dogs stay cool by

panting. Sometimes panting isn’'t enough, especially on
humid days when the evaporative effect is diminished.
Cats typically don’t pant. They have a higher
body temperature than dogs and people, and it
takes more for them to become

overheated.

When out with your dog, watch for these signs of
overheating: excessive panting and
drooling, running from shady spot to shady spot, body is

hot to the touch, acting listless, lying on its side and reluctant to get
up, and gums that are brick red in color instead of pink. If your dog
becomes overheated, some things you can do are: move your pet
to a cool shady area, offer your pet cool water to drink (small
amounts at a time, and don't force him to drink), soak towels with
cool water and wrap them around the animal. The trick is to cool
the animal down gradually, and bring them to your vet if they don't
respond or have additional symptoms such as vomiting or seizures.
Prevention is the key! Your pet should always have a shady spot to
escape heat, fresh water, and be brought inside when it's
excessively hot and humid. Also, never leave your pet in a car that
you wouldn’t leave your baby in. They suffer the same effects.
